What is Hope 4 Africa? 
Hope 4 Africa is a 501 (c)(3) non-profit organization that raises money to improve education in Africa. Currently, 
we support three schools in Kenya and do most of our fundraising through 10 student clubs at high schools and 
universities, including several in the central Iowa area. In the past, our organization has supported students at these 
three Kenyan schools by providing more than 1,700 textbooks and library books, planting over 1,000 trees, 
sponsoring 21 students, and funding 20 computers. This year, we are looking to fund projects that will bring clean 
water to one of the schools, install infrastructure to bring electricity to that same school, sponsor a group of high 
school students, and give one primary school a music program.
